1. Do not be complex. One sentence and one idea.

2. Do not use technical language or jargon that cannot be understood by the answerer.

3. Do not be ambiguous. 

4. Do not use repeated negative statements.

5. Do not use compound questions requiring two answers.

6. Do not use emotive language.

7. Do not use leading questions

8. Do not invade privacy.
